Inclusion at CMC

Alongside the Clapham Music Centre, LMS run provision for inclusion.

Inclusion Groups 

The inclusion groups are music workshop sessions which aim to teach musical skills to children who may not be able to access general music tuition, in a supportive environment. 

The groups are run by two experienced music tutors. This side of the project is directive and performance orientated.  The focus is on composition and improvisation, and multi-sensory activities are used to promote concentration, awareness of self and others and cohesive group music.  Musical games and experiences are used to enhance and develop social skills.

Currently, three groups run on a Saturday morning and most of the children who attend the inclusion groups, either also access or continue on to access provision within the wider Clapham Music Centre.

Referral procedure

· Schools are asked to pass our number onto parents/guardians who may be interested in having their child attend the project.  It is then up to the parent to contact the music service, although interest from schools is welcomed.  Schools may refer directly, as long as parents agree to this. The parent will be put in touch with the inclusion coordinator at LMS to discuss which programme would be more suitable, how it could benefit their child and to arrange for an assessment session. A referral form needs to be filled out; detailing the child’s needs and contact details. Following assessment, a place in an inclusion group may be allocated or if a place is not immediately available, the child may be put on a waiting list.
